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1. INTRODUCTION

This document outlines the configuration options available when using the Simply Personnel online recruitment module. A working knowledge of Internet Information Server and SQL Server are required when configuring the connection between the two applications. 

2. Configuration Options
There are two options when using the online recruitment module.

2.1 Web Services Access
The recruitment manager module can be implemented using the web services module. The option requires that the online recruitment manager module is installed on an IIS web server. The module runs as a set of ASP.NET pages on the web server and talks back to the database using a set of web services.
The option requires the web site running on the server to be available over the internet. This can be safely configured using a combination of the IIS and web services by opening up a specific port instead of using the default IIS port.

2.2 Multi Database Setup
For security reasons you may not want your live Simply Personnel database connected to the online recruitment module when it is opened up to the internet. In this case it is possible to set up a second Simply Personnel database to store the vacancy and applicant information. The management of the recruitment data is handled through the live database but the web server only ever connects to the second database.

A SQL script can be run on the live database so that when a vacancy is marked to be displayed in the online recruitment module, the data required by the module is copied to the web database. The web services then query this database to show the required information.

When an application is received, the applicant’s details are written to the web database. A second SQL script will have been run against this database so that any data written to the database is automatically copied back to the live database.

For this to work the network needs to be configured so that the two databases can communicate with each other through any firewalls set up.
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
